Enjoy Pure White Snowmobiling in Pure Michigan

Michigan's Upper Peninsula is rated as America's best snowmobiling area year after year. More than 3,000 miles of groomed snowmobile trails interconnect with trails from bordering states and Canada, forming a snowmobiling network from shore to shore. 

Skijor in Wisconsin!

Love dogs? Love skiing? Try skijoring, a blend of cross-country skiing and dog sledding throughout Wisconsin.  Originally created by enterprising Scandinavians that hitched their skis first to horses as a means of faster transport, skijoring is the fastest growing winter sport in the state. 

Ski in Illinois?

Skiing in Illinois is possible!   So if you find yourself in the Chicago area, check out some of the opportunities for winter fun in the snow.  There are a few small ski /boarding areas and resorts, including Chestnut Mountain Resort, Four Lakes, Raging Buffalo Snowboard Park, Ski Snowstar and Villa Olivia. 

45th Annual Hocking Hills Winter Hike, Ohio 

January 16, 2010, Hocking Hills State Park, Logan, Ohio

More than 5,000 hikers make the six-mile trek from Old Man’s Cave to Ash Cave in the heart of Ohio’s premier outdoor wonderland region, the Hocking Hills. Waterfalls frozen in place, snow covered sandstone cliffs, snow dusted hemlocks and fir trees provide some of the most stunning winter photography in the region. 

On Piste Action in the Poconos

The more active winter sports enthusiast can enjoy the thrills of the Pocono Mountains, with over 165 slopes and trails suitable for all levels of skiing and snowboarding boasting beginner slopes through to double black diamond trails.   Pocono is renowned for deep snow and impeccably groomed lines that make it the perfect location for all the family.
